But as Facebook and Insta-
gram increasingly serve video-
focused content, Meta
executives believe there are
fewer areas inside the apps to
test new product ideas, the
people said. That has pushed
the company to set its sights on
separate apps.

Thisisnotthe firsttime Meta
has experimented with predic-
tionmarkets.In2020, itreleased
Forecast, a crowdsourced pre-
diction market app that
prompted people to make
guesses about the world in the
early days of the Covid-19 pan-

demic. The app was positioned
as away to share crowdsourced
knowledge. It used a points
system to make predictions
about the future. Metashuttered
theappin2022.

Since then, prediction mar-
kets have exploded into a cul-
tural phenomenon, featured
during major sports events and
inthe Golden Globes telecast. In
2025, Kalshi and Polymarket
drew a combined $50 billion in
onlinetrades. Thisyear, thetotal
has already surpassed $130 bil-
lion. That success has drawn
attention from other com-
panies. A prediction market
operator can make money by

collecting fees on every bet, a
potentially enormous source of
revenue. Traditional gambling
firms like FanDuel and DraftK-
ings have started offering them,
ashasGemini, acryptocurrency
exchange. Trump Media &
Technology Group, President
Trump’s social media business,
has also rolled out prediction
market plans.

The surge of betting on pre-
diction markets has brought
intense legal scrutiny. Because
these markets offer odds on
virtually everything, they create
new opportunities for people
to use inside information to
make money.

Apattern of suspicious trad-
ing on Polymarket in particular
has generated concerns in
‘Washington. In April, federal
prosecutors in New York City
charged amember of USSpecial
Forces with using confidential
information to place bets about
the top-secret plan to capture
Nicolds Maduro, the president
of Venezuela. The soldier made
‘more than $400,000 betting on
the operation, according to
prosecutors.

Concernsaboutinsider trad-
ing and other possible abuses
have putaspotlighton the Com-

modity Futures Trading Com-
mission, the obscure federal
agency that oversees prediction
markets. Theagency, never par-
ticularlylarge, hasshrunkunder
the Donald Trump administra-
tion, leaving it with its smallest
staffinyears, justasits responsi-
bilities have rapidly expanded.

Senator Richard Blumen-
thal, Democrat of Connecticut,
criticised Meta’s plans on Tues-
dayinasocial media post: “Meta
copied slot machines to addict
kids to Instagram. Now Zucker-
bergisturninghiscompany into
aprediction market.”

He added that Meta’s busi-
ness model was “profiting from
addiction” and directed people
to support two bills he was
cosponsoring in Congress, the
Kids Online Safety Act and the
Prediction Markets Security and
Integrity Act.

Meta insiders have cau-
tioned that Arena remains in
development and may not
bereleased.

But as executives search for
‘ways to keep the world’s largest
social media sites thriving,
Zuckerberg appears to be rely-
ing on his well-worn product
development strategy: Follow
theusers.

OpenAl, Broadcom
unveil custom Al chip

OpenAl unveiled its first
custom artificial intelligence
(AI) chip developed in part-
nership with Broadcom, part
of a bid by the ChatGPT
maker to gain an edge by
tailoring hardware to better
run its Al products.

The companies said on
‘Wednesday that OpenAl has
received the firstsamplesof the
chip, called Jalapeno, and is
testing how thessilicon handles
running Al workloads. So far,
the accelerator is showing cost
savings of roughly 50 per cent
compared with typical AI
graphics processing units,
Broadcom Chief Executive
Officer Hock Tan said.

The finalised chips will be

integrated into large data
centres from OpenAl-backer
Microsoft and other partners
starting later this year. Tan
expects OpenAland Broadcom
should be able to exceed his
prior forecast for deploying 1.3
gigawatts’ worth of chips next
year. “We like to think we can
do better because there is alot
of demand,” he said.

Though OpenAl continues
to rely heavily on chips from
market leader Nvidia, it has
worked to broaden its mix of
suppliers,and hasstruck multi-
billion-dollar deals with chip-
makers like Advanced Micro
Devicesand Cerebras Systems.

In October, OpenAl had
announced that it would
partner with Broadcom to
design accelerators tailored to
work best with its Almodels.
